It’s easy to wash out yotir washer
after tinting or dyeing \a lodd of
clothes. Just fill the tub With/hot
soap or detergent suds, add Bleach
and let the machine run until clean.
Follow with a hot water rinse, and
then leave the washer open until
dry inside.

The stitching around men’s shoe
soles can be kept clean by giving the
cord a coat of colorless fingernail
polish. The polish will not let the
dirt penetrate. and will protect
against scuffing.

To repair expensive rubber boots
that have developed pinhole cracks,
first scrub surface with soap or
detergent suds. When dry, apply
two coats of a solution made of one
part white gasoline and two parts
tire-patch cement.

I sat looking at the ceramic bowl
full of fancy shaped, colorful
gourds on my dining room table. At
our. garden club. we had voted to
produce a gift from the garden that
was different. Certainly, gourds
came from the garden but anyone
can pile them in a dish. I looked at
the little dipper gourd that served as
a bowl and I suddenly decided I
was tired of it.

I touched the smoothness of the
gourd and noted its clean, sanded
inside. A glimmer of an idea began
to take shape. I began to picture a
belt.

I rummaged in the garden shed
for the three goosenecked gourds I
had put away to dry in the fall. As
I wiped the dust away I looked to
see if I had drilled holes about the
neck so that the air could reach the
inside and prevent rot. The seeds
rattled loosely inside and I knew
they were well dried. I chose the
goosenecked gourd because its size
gave me a flatter surface to work
with and because it cures well.

Earlier, in making the  gourd
bowls, I had discovered that the
gourd has its own protective film,
somewhat like a varnish, and this
had to be soaked until it rubbed
off with pressure. I was dismayed
when the gourd wouldn't stay under
water because. it was hollow. I
weighed it down with a brick and
let it soak until I was able to rub
the film away. After.it had dried I
was ready “to go to work on the
actual project.

With a coping.saw I cut the gourd
into . oblong squares, 112 by 11}
inches.. Allowing approximately. 13
inch space between each square that

A belt, a necklace and a pair of ear-
rings all made from segments of gourd
decorated with Indian symbols,

I figured would be taken up by the
lacing, I made twenty pieces in all.

I sanded the edges until smooth.
It was necessary to use coarse sand-
paper to remove the inner skin
which is soft but quite thick. The
inner side should be sanded until
the thickness of the square is 13
inch. Now I was ready. for the
design.

The belt could be planned to
match any dress, blouse or sweater.
I decided on Indian symbols. 1
scouted the library for books on
Indian lore; and finally found
enough symbols for a belt.

I painted each design with hobby-
craft dope paint, which can  be
bought in any hobby store in “a
variety of colors. Let the design dry
thoroughly and then ecover the
whole outside of the square with
clear plastic varnish.

It is better to drill the holes for
the lacings after varnishing so the
varnish will not fill the holes. It is
not necessary to varnish the under-
side of the belt. Dull a small hole,

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just large enough to take the lacing,
V4 inch from the outside edge of
each corner so that you have four
holes in each square. Plastic lacing,
15 inch wide, can be bought at any
hobby store for 3 cents a yard in any
color. Because the face of this belt
was the natural color of the gourd,
brown plastic lacing was used since
the colors of. the Indian symbols
called attention to themselves with
the “black, white and red of the
design.. In measuring the lacing,
allow enough extra totie a bow in
front where the belt will meet.

Ih assembling the belt allow the
lacing to extend under the pattern
side and over the edges of the
sguares so that the only wvisible

After 1 firtished the belt, I began
to plan a necklace. It would take

seventeen pieces to go around the
neck. I chose the most attractive of
the Indian symbols to be incorpo-
rated into the necklace. In order
to- make the necklace lie flat the
squares must be. altered in shape.
Each piece must be 14 inch wide at
the top and 34 inch at the bottom.
This makes. it taper slightlyv and it
is.a better fit-by narrowing the top.
Now. follow the same procedure of
sanding, painting the design_ and
varnishing as you did with the belt.
Now to assemble.

Drill two holes in each square at
the narrow end or the top of the
design. The necklace is laced the
reverse of the belt.. The lacing goes
across the top of ‘the narrowed
square upon the design side and
under at each corner. This keeps
the necklace from cupping. The rea-
son for this type of lacing for the

necklace is because you must. still
measure 14 inch from the edge of
the square for the hole that takes the
lacing. Although the  necklace 1is
smaller than the belt vou cannot
drill closer to the edge because the
square will crack or break. The
necklace ties at the back of  the
neck, instead of in front as with the
belt. Allow extra lacing for the
small bow.

It was only natural that the neck-
lace would call for earrings so I cut
the earring pieces the same shape
and size as the necklace squares. The
same design should be on each ear-
ring. Paint and finish as you did
with the necklace. Obtain a pair of
earring backs at about 10 cents a
pair. Glue the earring piece to the

back. Quick drying airplane glue is
the best and strongest adherent to
use. If you wish to make the ear-
rings exactly match the necklace,
drill two holes in the tapered end.
Cut a short piece of plastic long
enough to turn under the back.
Glue the ends of the plastic lace to
the back of the earring and the
lacing effect will be the same as the
necklace.

A matching bracelet can also be
made to complete the set. The same
procedure is followed as for the belt.
You may even use the same size
squares but the size will be a matter
of personal choice. The squares must
be the same shape as the belt and
laced together with the double
lacing.

It required two gourds, 12 inches
in diameter, to make this whole set
of 'matched gourd jewelry.

Many people consider  the old
“tough and rough” prickly pear a
pest and nothing more. However, it
offers possibilities as not only a use-
ful plant, but a decorative one.

If looking for an unusual potted
plant, colorful, inexpensive and one
that is suitable for sunroom, school
room, breakfast nook, patio or simi-
lar place, by all means try this:

Select two mature pads (some
péople call them leaves) from the
spineless prickly pear. Fill a six-inch
flower pot to a depth of two or three
inehes with small pebbles and then
filL-theé, remainder of the pot with
ordiwary garden soil. Set the bottom
of the/pad_in the soil, about one
incth deép, 4hen pack soil around

plant and water sparingly. If neces-
sary to hold pads upright, wedge
pretty rocks between it and the pot.
Within two weeks the cactus will
have roots and if given a little water
once or twice a month it will put on
new growths and may live for years.

The soft grayish-green tone of the
pads-is a pretty background for the
bright “colors of decals, which are
easily applied to each side of pads
(Photograph 1) and will last in-
definitely if plant is kept indoors.
For my plant I chose a delightfully
gay  Spanish senor and senorita.
However, many other designs would

be equally attractive, such “as
western scenes, Indians, cowboys,
etc.

You
might want some of it to remain in
this color, but would like for some
of it to be in other colors." You can
getany color desired by using fabric
dyes, . vegetable eoloring, water
colors, or spraying with gold, silver
or other colors by using ordinary
paints.

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Clowns from Remnants
I sew a lot and hawé many remnr
nants of material left over ahich) I
try to put to good use. Out of Seme
red cotton material with white dots
I made a clown for my bab¥ dnd
she likes him very much. Somé€ of
our friends came over one evening,
and their baby liked the clown, too.
I thought to myself, why couldn’t I
make clowns for gifts and also sell
them? The clown’s head is made of
white cotton material and the eyes,
nose and mouth are embroidered.
The body is made out of gay cotton
print; red or_ blue are favored
mostly. Out of brightened Ever-
glaze sateen I make the cap and
neck ruffle. Each clown requires 12
pairs of discarded nylon stockings
cut up in lY4-inch wide strips cross-
wise. When stuffed with stockings
the clown can be washed and hung
up for quick drying. When the
clown is sewn and stuffed, I then
make balls cut from consolidated
trimming fringe for feet, hands and
cap.

Wash apples. Remove stems and insert

a wooden skewer in each. Arrange apples
on baking sheet; heat in very slow oven
(225° F.) a few minutes to warm slightly,
to prevent apples from chilling hot syrup.
Cook sugar, salt and molasses together,
stirring frequently, until few drops of syrup
become brittle when dropped in cold water
(290° F. in winter or 300° F. in summer)
—hard-crack stage. Remove from heat.
Dip each apple into syrup, quickly twist-
ing it around in syrup to cover the entire
surface. Place on buttered pans to cool
and harden.

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We have mimosa trees which are more than
5 years old, but have never bloomed. Could it
be because they were planted from seedlings?
Mrs. E.R.L., Missouri.

Albizzia, or silk tree, incorrectly called a
mimosa is a splendid ornamental tree. With
just the right soil, poor and gravelly, and
winter protection to keep the late growth
from being killed in severe winters it should
begin blooming when quite young. Prob-
ably this five year old tree has had some
winter injuries and is a little slow in bloom-
ing. It will probably bloom next year and
the fact that it is a seedling should not
affect its tendency to bloom.

Can an angel wing begonia be cut back and
still live? What care does this begonia require?
Mrs. J.D., Kansas.

The taller and older canes of an angel
wing begonia may be cut out if desired.
This begonia has a naturally tall bamboo-
like habit of growth and is not supposed to
be a low bushy species so heavy pruning is
not advantageous. It likes open porous
soil. Leafmould, sand and rotted cow
manure mixed with an equal amount of
good garden soil with a little bone meal
added should make an ideal potting soil.
Give the plant ample light but not direct
sunlight and keep it always moist for best
results.

This year | grew a bushel basket of gourds,
but they are going bad. Could you tell me
how to dry them before they are shellacked
for decorative purposes? Mrs. A.Z, Rhode
Island.

To harvest gourds for decorative purposes
be certain they are fully ripe. If allowed
to become completely mature on the vine
there will be little or no trouble with decay.
Immature fruits almost invariably decay.
Cut the gourds with the stems left on after
the stems have begun to shrivel. Wipe the
gourds with a damp cloth and after they
are dry, wax them lightly with floor wax.
This is preferable to using shellac and
easier.

started several plants from cuttings and they (-

grew for a time, then also died at the roots./
They were all planted in soil. What could; have
caused this? Mrs. G.H., California. I A

All philodendrons should have logse,’
porous soil, using well rotted stable dress——
ing to make the soil open and friable.
Then, too, the amount of light is most
important. The higher the temperature the
more intense the light should be, but it
should never be direct sunlight. Excessive
water and heavy shade may have caused
the destruction of the plants. Old soil
becomes waterlogged and causes the roots
of the philodendrons to die. Under proper
light and moisture conditions the philoden-
drons are one of the hardiest group of
house plants we have.

I have a spider plant which does not spider.
What can | do for it? Mrs. S.V., Washington.

If the spider plant, chlorophytum, is
growing nicely it will in time put forth
long, wiry slender branches on. the ends
of which little spider plants are produced.
This will happen invariably after the plants
become rootbound. Sometimes people. cut
back these slender stems as they appear
without knowing that at the terminus of
the stem the new plant will appear. Once
the pot is well filled with roots your spider
plant should produce new plants.

Excessive water has probably caused the
leaves to drop off.

Dahlias grown in soil that contains an
excess of nitrogen produce heavy growth
and few bloom. Do not fertilize with nitro-
genous fertilizer. Grow dahlias where they
get plenty of light for shade cuts down the
bloom. If the plants are not diseased,
planted in full sun, in moderately rich
soil, ‘they should bloom without special
care.

What causes coleus slips to rot when | am
trying to root them? Mrs. G.K., lowa.

Cutting rot is caused by fungi which is
present in the soil. An excess of water is
the chief contributing factor causing coleus
to'rot in the cutting media. If cuttings are
taken from healthy plants and placed in
coarse sand in a well drained container,
kept moderately warm and after the initial
heavy watering. kept just slightly damp the
rot usually does not appear. If a large
number of cuttings are being rooted a good
precaution is to water the sand thoroughly
a week before setting the cuttings with
water. containing a  fungicide. Semasan
used at the rate of one teaspoonful per
gallon of water will help to prevent cutting

I would like“té, know the proper care of
azaleas. When should théy be cut for‘winter
protection? E.P.T., New(York.

Pruning is not of value for winter pro-
tection, just the reverse. The later in the
summer the azaleas are pruhed ,the less
time the new growth has to ripen. The
softer the new growth the mniore likely it
is to suffer winter injury. Thereforesprune
as early as possible, just as soomn. ds the
blooming period has passed. Any sufmmer
pruning should be merely the tipping back
of branches that have made excessive
growth. The best winter protection is a
mulch of peat moss, sawdust, or evergreen
needles over the roots in winter. Shading
with a burlap screen or with pine branches
is helpful. The latest method of winter
protection is to spray a thin film of trans-
parent plastic on the plants in late fall.
This slows transpiration and protects the
plants against wind and sunburn all winter.
The milky, white liquid used is diluted
with water and sprayed on like any other
spray material. It may be obtained from
garden supply stores.

My English holly plants seem to have very
healthy foliage, but the berry comes out before
turning red, dries up and drops off. What is
the reason for this? L.S., California.

In order for English holly to mature fruit,
the pistillate plant, or female tree, must
have a pollen bearing tree nearby. The
pollen bearing tree has no fruit but it is
neeessary to fertilize the female or fruit
bearing flowers. Unless they are fertilized
the fruit drops off while immature.

My Crown of Thorns plant has grown only
12" inches. during the past three years. What
can A do to make it grow larger? Mrs. ET,,
Mdssachusetfs.

Euphorbia ¢splendens, Crown of Thorns,
doeesn’t grow,/rapidly. It does have certain
requirements that must be met if it is to
thrive./Phe so6il must drain quickly and it
cannot “suwvive in/a-.container without
drainage. “Air that. is too“dry or too cool is
not conducive/ to good growth. Do not
allow the temperature to/fall below 55° at
any time to Keep it growing-yvigorously.
From March on “through” November the
plant should be kept.moderately, moist and
on the dry side during. Decémber, January
and February.

If geranium leaves become dusty
—and it is likely that they will—
you will be wise to give them a
shower of tepid water to thoroughly
clean the leaves. This should be
done early in the morning so that
they will have a chance to dry out
before night.

When potting geraniums, firm the
soil welliinto the pot. Leave enough
space at the top so that watering
can be easily accomplished without
splashing the ‘water and soil onto
the table or window sill. If geranium
soil is-too sandy or spongy, it will
promote . rank, soft. growth, and
there will not be many blooms. If
you buy geraniums in three or four
inch pots, they. may not need to be
repotted. However, it is likely that
they will do best in a five-inch pot
(except for very large plants).
Keeping the plants in small pots is
called ‘“‘tight potting”, and this en-
courages free blooming.

When weather is sunny and your
geraniums are making good growth,
fertilizer may be applied. A well
balanced  house plant fertilizer is
satisfactory. One that analyzes 5-5-5
is ideal. Some growers of geraniums
feel that there is just nothing like
the old fashioned house plant fer-
tilizer—liquid manure. If you have
access to the material, and do not
mind the temporary odor, by all

To really make an interesting
window garden, make a collection of
all the different types of geraniums.
Besides the ecommon zonale gera-
nium that is grown outdoors in the
summer, there are ivy, scented, cac-
tus, Lady Washington, fancy leaved,
and dwarf varieties.  Several dif-
ferent scented leaf varieties, each
with a different odor, and four or
five different fancy leaved varieties
can make up a very interesting col-
lection. These scented and fancy
leaf varieties are grown primarily
for their foliage, and it really makes
little difference whether they are
in bloom or not.

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flowering geraniums indoors in the
winter, check these six points in
their culture, and you’ll likely find
the reason you have not been a
green thumb - geranium grower:
abundant sunshine, a cool tempera-
ture, some humidity, proper soil, air
circulation and room to grow, and
“tight potting’.’

You can grow flowering geran-
iums in your window garden this
winter if you provide plenty of sun-
light. As long as your geraniums
receive this flood of bright sun-

~/Shine, the buds will keep coming. If

several weeks of cloudy weather
come, enjoy the interesting leaf
forms, and hope for sunny days and

anore-blooms to come later.

'Ge’réniums like to be cool —a

\growing femperature of 60 to 70 de-

gree€s suits them perfectly A drop
of 10 degrees at-night is about right.
If geramiums  have this coolness,
they do“not, /Teguire. an excessive
amount of  humidity gs some other
house plants. fequire.

Geraniums like & soil that is/firm
—usually they will thrive in” ordi-
nary garden loam. Howexver, you
will have better luck if/you make

loam and one part leaf mold, humus,
or compost with a five- 1nch pot of
steamed bone meal added to éac¢h
bushel of potting soil. If your $9il
is very heavy or clayey, add somée

clean, sharp sand to the mixture to

make it friable enough to be work-
able.

Geraniums should not be kept
soggy wet. The soil should dry out
just a little between waterings.
When the soil feels dry to.the touch
of your fingers, it is time to water
thoroughly. Then do not water
again until the soil begins to feel
dry on the surface.

The
yarn G is then wound around the framework.

oblong shape and the smaller top
wire’was left in the original shape.
A wire clothes hanger was straight-
ented and cut into pieces to serve as
vertical. supports. Although they
could< he\ soldered together, the
wires . were secured by twisting the
ends of. the “vertical wires tightly
around the hofizontal wires with a
pair of~pliers.

For the driftwoodJamp shown in
the photograph/a coarse yarn was
used to preserve-/the rustic mood.
For a more delicate &nd formal lamp
a lighter yarn can be used. Also
novelty yarns, varicolored, gold and
silver combined, would give thé
shade style.

The yarn was wrapped around
and around the frame. The'ends of
the yarn were looped and fasteried
with staples. This method was 4lso
used to fasten two adjoining ends.
You could use a knot for fastening
the yarn on the under side. The
tightness to which the yarn is drawn
can be regulated to gain whatever
effect is desired. The yarn on this
shade was left rather loose to give
a casual appearance. You can
tighten the yarn after wrapping it
by wetting it or spraying it with a
non-inflammable lacquer.
